To keep the process balanced for everyong, please read and follow the policies below:

1. Tee Sheets Open at 7:00 AM — Precisely

Tee times become available 10 days in advance of play. Not 6:59.

If you hear cheering or swearing at that time, it's probably one of your fellow members clicking
“refresh.”

2. Only One Person Per Group Should Book the Tee Time
This is important. This is fairness. This is sanity-preserving.
When multiple players from the same group each grab a tee time “just in case,” it clogs the system
and blocks opportunities for others.

This leads to:
